An Observed Trial is a motorcycle competition based on skill rather than speed. The object is to ride through a marked section consisting of tight turns, hill climbs, rocks, logs and waterfalls, while remaining in balance. Each time a rider uses their feet to regain balance or momentum they are accessed points (dabs). Low score wins. Local competition consists of a loop of 8 sections ridden 5 times. Riders are classified by ability (Rookie, Novice, Intermediate, Advanced and Expert). Typical engine displacement is 250 to 350cc. Bikes weigh less than 175 pounds. Many of the events are in woods so proper foot attire is recommended. Maps are on the back of this sheet. Questions about trials or interested in getting involved check out our website www.district4trials.com. If you are a spectator, please stand clear of the section. Do not distract the rider from his attempt and remember these events are held on private land. Please extend the land owner the same consideration as you would expect.
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
